Public Hearing January 19 for South Omaha Veterans Memorial Bridge

The Nebraska Department of Roads along with the State Highway Commission and the lowa
Department of Transportation will hold a Public Hearing Thursday, January 19, about replacing the
U.S. Highway 275 Veterans Memorial Bridge over the Missouri River between Omaha and Council Bluffs,
lowa. The hearing will be held at 7:30 p.m., at Sokol South Omaha, 2021 U Street, in Omaha.

The proposed project involves replacing the existing two-lane historic bridge with a new four-lane
bridge. The new structure will be built just north of the existing structure, which will be removed.

Most of the new bridge will be constructed while traffic is maintained on the existing bridge.
U.S. 275 over the Missouri River must be closed for 4-6 months to complete the final phase of
construction. During the closure, traffic will be detoured along Interstate 80 via South 13" Street in
Omaha and South 24™ Street in Council Bluffs.

The intersection of 13" Street and Missouri Avenue in Omaha must be reconstructed as part of
the project. The work will include new roadway surfacing, sidewalks, storm sewer, utilities and lighting.

Reconstruction of 13" Street will extend from south of O Street to J Street. The work will be
done under traffic. Reconstruction of Missouri Avenue will extend west to 16™ Street, and the work will

be done under traffic.

Reconstruction of 13" Street will be done in conjunction with the city of Omaha’s project to
construct a viaduct carrying Gibson Road over the BNSF Railway tracks east of 13" Street. City
representatives will be available to answer questions about the viaduct project.

Acquisition of private property will be required to construct both projects. Acquisitions of
four businesses and 24 residences, including one historic home, are required on the Nebraska side
of the river. Representatives of the department's Relocation Assistance Program will be available with
information for people who will be displaced by the projects.

The process of developing an Environmental Impact Statement has been completed for the
proposed project. The public hearing is being held to provide information about the project and to
receive public input. An English and Spanish language translator will be available.

US 30 Advisory Panel to Meet in Working Session

The US 30 Advisory Panel will meet in a working session Thursday, January 19, at 9:00
a.m. at the Lower Platte North Natural Resources District in Wahoo. At this working session,
the panel will evaluate how each highway alternative compares based on the issues important
to Dodge County residents.

At their previous meeting, the panel agreed on how to measure each issue and what
information would be needed to measure the most important issues.

Based on citizen input, the panel will make recommendations to the Nebraska
Department of Roads about the location, effects and mitigation of the proposed US 30
improvement. These recommendations will be included in a report that will be available to the
public.

The panel solicited public input through two mailings that were sent to over
2,000 households, businesses and organizations to help identify and prioritize issues
important to various segments of the population in Dodge County. The panel then measured
each of the prioritized issues. These issues and their measurements are being used by the
panel to help assess alternative alignments for the proposed US 30 Expressway through Dodge
County.

The working sessions are not intended as public meetings, although the public is
welcome to observe the panel’s deliberations.

The advisory panel includes representatives from agriculture, business, community
affairs, diking and drainage districts, and local government. The panel began meeting in
May 2005, to develop recommendations for the proposed US 30 improvement between
Schuyler and Fremont.
