Information Open House Oct. 17 for Hwy. 36 Improvements in Douglas County

The Nebraska Department of Roads will hold an Information Open House on Tuesday,
October 17, regarding a study about widening a 14-mile segment of Nebraska Highway 36 in
Douglas County. The open house will be held from 5:00 to 7:00 p.m., at the Junior-Senior High
School, 16610 Bennington Road, in Bennington.

The proposed project begins at the intersection with Nebraska Highway 31, about four
miles west of Bennington. The project ends in Omaha where Nebraska 36 passes under
Interstate 680.

The completed highway would be a four-lane divided roadway with surfaced shoulders.
Construction of an interchange is under consideration at the junction of Highway 36 and
Nebraska Highway 133, also known as the Blair High Road.

Acquisition of private property for highway right-of-way would be required throughout the length
of the highway corridor. Property acquisition may include homes and other structures.

Construction would impact wetland areas and mitigation would be required. Potential
mitigation sites for wetlands will be identified as part of the project study.

Personnel from the Department of Roads will be available to visit one-on-one about the
project. Displays will be available for public inspection, and NDOR personnel will receive
comments and questions. No formal presentation is planned.

The Nebraska Department of
Roads along with the State High-
way Commission will hold a public
hearing about reconstruction of the
viaduct in Columbus.

The proposed project, identified
as NH-30-5(125) and known as
Columbus Viaduct, begins just
north of 8" Street and ends at 15"
Street. The viaduct carries U.S.
Highway 30, U.S. Highway 81, and
33" Avenue over the Union Pacific
Railroad tracks.

The existing four-lane divided
roadway will be reconstructed in
place along the existing alignment.
The segment of highway north of
the viaduct will be widened up to 8
feet on both sides to accommodate
longer left-turn lanes for northbound
and southbound traffic.

Construction will include new
sidewalks, drainage structures,
roadway surfacing, curbs, roadway
lighting throughout the length of the
project, and fencing on the viaduct.
A bike trail will be provided along
the west side of the highway
between 8" Street and Howard
Boulevard.

The project will be built under
traffic without a detour. During
construction, traffic will be reduced
to one lane in each direction. Tem-
porary roadways around work zones
will be used during some phases of
construction.

Acquisition of private property for
highway right-of-way will be requi-
red. Access to homes and busi-
nesses along the project will be

maintained throughout construction.

The public hearing is being held
to provide information and receive
public input about the design of the
proposed improvement. All people
are invited to attend and present
relevant comments and questions.
Written statements and exhibits may
be presented at the hearing and will
also be accepted as part of the
public record for 10 days after the
hearing.

The public is invited to stop at
the hearing location from 6:30 —
7:30 p.m. for informal discussion
of any aspect of the project.

Department of Roads person-
nel will be available to visit one-
on-one about the project.

Where possible, the Department
of Roads will provide an accessible
meeting facility for disabled people.
Appropriate provisions for people
who are hearing and visually chal-
lenged will be made if the depart-
ment is notified by Oct. 24, 2006.

Construction Work on Highway 79

Construction work is scheduled to begin October 11 on Highway 79, from the
Highway 34 intersection north to McKelvie Road, according to the Nebraska Department
of Roads.

Dobson Brothers Construction Inc. of Lincoln has the $12,430,182.10 contract for
reconstruction of Hwy 34 and 79. Highway 79 will be closed from Highway 34 north to
McKelvie Road. Through traffic will be detoured via Raymond Road, North 14th Street and
Superior Street for approximately six weeks, in which time Highway 79 will be reconstructed
and through traffic will be rerouted onto the new pavement.
