Information Open House Nov. 15 for Improvements to Highway 11 at Wood River 

 The Nebraska Department of Roads will hold an Information Open House on 

Wednesday, November 15, regarding relocating a segment of Nebraska Highway 11 and 

constructing a highway viaduct and pedestrian viaduct at Wood River.  The open house will be 

held from 6:30 to 8:30 p.m., at the Rural High School Commons Area, 13800 W. Wood River 

Road, in Wood River. 

 The proposed project will relocate Nebraska 11 around the south side of Wood River, 

over Union Pacific Railroad tracks and over U.S. Highway 30 just west of town. 

 The project begins about one mile south of the east junction of Nebraska 11 and 

U.S. 30.  The new alignment will tie back into the existing Nebraska 11 alignment on the west 

side of town near 13th Street.  Construction of a pedestrian bridge over the railroad tracks is 

proposed in the vicinity of East Street. 

 Two road crossings of UP tracks must be removed upon completion of the highway 

viaduct.  The proposed closings are the downtown crossing on East Street and the west 

crossing on 140th Road. 

 Nebraska 11 will remain open to traffic throughout much of construction.  Temporary 

roadways around work zones will be used during some phases of construction.  A temporary 

detour for through traffic will be required when the new alignment is tied into the existing 

alignment on the west side of town.  The proposed highway detour route is along 130th Road 

and Wood River Road. 

 Private property must be purchased as highway right-of-way throughout the length of the 

project.  One residence, a number of grain bins and other structures must be acquired. 
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 Construction will impact wetland areas and mitigation will be required.  Replacement 

wetlands will be established near the project or at a regional mitigation bank site. 

 Personnel from the Department of Roads will be available to visit one-on-one about the 

project.  Displays will be available for public inspection, and NDOR personnel will receive 

comments and questions.  No formal presentation is planned. 

 Preliminary plans will be available for review at the NDOR District 4 Headquarters, 

211 North Tilden Street, in Grand Island, and at the Roadway Design Division, 1500 Highway 2, 

in Lincoln.  Information also is available through the Highway Projects link on the NDOR Internet 

homepage at www.dor.state.ne.us.

Asphalt Surfacing to Begin on I-80 Waverly Eastbound Viaduct 

 Repair work will be done on the eastbound driving and passing lanes at the Waverly 

Interchange bridge, according to the Nebraska Department of Roads.  Work will consist of 

placing a 3” asphaltic concrete overlay covering the entire bridge and extending 300 feet east 

and west of the bridge. 

 Work is scheduled to begin on Sunday, November 12 at 9 p.m.  Eastbound and 

westbound lanes will be reduced down to one lane in each direction.  The eastbound lane will 

cross over to the existing westbound passing lane.  Traffic will be head-to-head for 

approximately 1,500 feet with the eastbound traffic being shifted back over to the existing 

eastbound lanes.  The westbound I-80 on-ramp from Highway 6 will be closed during this work.  

The surfacing work is scheduled to be completed by November 17. 

 The Department of Roads’ manager for this project is Joseph Kuehn of Lincoln.  

Motorists are asked to drive cautiously through construction zones.

The Nebraska Department of Roads 

along with the State Highway Commission 
and Iowa Department of Transportation will 
hold a public hearing about the proposed 
widening of Interstate 80 east of 24th Street 
in Omaha. 

The proposed improvements include 
three projects.  The first, IM-80-9(888), 
known as Riverview Bridge, involves 
reconstructing the bridge carrying River-
view Boulevard over I-80. 

The bridge will be rebuilt under traffic 
without need for a detour of Riverview 
traffic.  However, I-80 must be closed 
temporarily at night during placement of 
girders for the new bridge.  Traffic will be 
detoured along Interstate 480 and Inter-
state 29 during the overnight closures. 

Project IM-80-9(889), known as 
Missouri River to 24th Street, involves 
widening I-80 to provide five westbound 
lanes of travel and four eastbound lanes.  
The project includes reconstructing the 13th 
Street interchange, but the 13th Street 
bridge will not be affected.  The 10th Street 
bridge also will be unaffected. 

During construction, access to 13th 
Street from the interstate will be main-
tained.  Access from 13th Street to east-
bound I-80 will be maintained.  Access from 
13th Street to westbound I-80 will be closed 
for a number of weeks during construction.  
Motorists will be detoured to the 24th Street 
on-ramp. 

Project IM-80-9(886), known as I-80 WB 
Bridge over Missouri River & BNSF, 
involves constructing a new five-lane I-80 
bridge for westbound traffic.  The existing I-
80 bridge will carry five lanes of eastbound 
traffic upon completion of the project. 

Additional property to construct the 
three projects must be purchased from 
private landowners and from the city of 
Omaha.  Two private residences may be 
acquired, and the department’s Relocation 
Assistance Program will be available for 
people displaced by the projects. 

The proposed projects will encroach on 
Deer Hollow Park and the Henry Doorly 
Zoo.  After consideration of impacts to  

these properties, the Federal Highway 
Administration has proposed a Section 4(f) 
De minimis impact finding. 

An Environmental Assessment including 
a noise report has been prepared for the 
proposed projects.  Copies of the document 
will be available for review at the public 
hearing.  Copies of the document also will 
be available at the Council Bluffs Public 
Library, 400 Willow Ave., Council Bluffs, IA 
51503; the Federal Highway Administration, 
105 6th St., Ames, IA 50010; the Federal 
Highway Administration, 100 Centennial Mall 
North, Lincoln, NE  68508; the Iowa Depart-
ment of Transportation, 300 West Broadway, 
Council Bluffs, IA 51503; the Iowa Depart-
ment of Transportation, 800 Lincoln Way, 
Ames, IA  50010; the Nebraska Department 
of Roads, 1500 Highway 2, Lincoln, NE  
68509; the NDOR District 2 Office, 4425 S. 
108th St., Omaha, NE 68145. 

The public hearing is being held to pro-
vide information about the project and to 
receive public input.  An English and Span-
ish language translator will be available. 

All people are invited to attend and pre-
sent relevant comments and questions.  
Written statements and exhibits may be 
presented at the hearing, and they will be 
accepted as part of the public record for 10 
days after the hearing. 

 
The public is invited to stop at the 

hearing location from 6:00 – 7:30 p.m. 
for an informal discussion of any aspect 
of the projects. 

Personnel will be available to visit 
one-on-one regarding the proposed 
improvements.

Highway US-275/N-92 Bridge over the Missouri River  
“South Omaha Veterans Memorial Bridge”  

will be restricted to a Maximum Vehicle Weight of  
5 TONS. 

 
 

Due to the continuing deterioration of the 70-year old US-275, South Omaha Veterans 
Memorial Bridge, a 5-ton weight limit restriction will be imposed.  This weight limit will 
eliminate heavy trucks from the structure but still allow car and pickup traffic.   
 
In September, 2005 the bridge was closed for repairs due to the deterioration discovered 
during the normal 2-year cycle of bridge inspections.  Due to the deterioration, inspections 
are now performed yearly on this bridge.  The last inspection discovered additional 
deterioration on the bridge.  In order to be prudent with maintenance costs and activities, 
and to keep this bridge in service for three years until it is replaced with a new bridge, the 
5-ton weight limit is being imposed. 
 
Current average daily traffic using this bridge is 8575 vehicles which includes 343 trucks. 
Depending on funding levels, construction on the new bridge is currently scheduled to 
begin in Fall 2007 with completion scheduled for the winter of 2010.  The existing bridge 
will remain is service until the fall of 2009 with traffic on the new bridge scheduled for the 
summer of 2010.

Nebraska Safe Routes to School Deadline Approaching 

 Schools and communities across Nebraska have until December 1, 2006, to submit their 

intent to apply form in order to be eligible for this year’s Safe Routes to School funding cycle. 

 Safe Routes to Schools is a national program that is 100 percent funded by the federal 

government and requires no matching funds by local entities. The funds, benefiting elementary 

and middle school students, are divided into two categories: infrastructure (sidewalk and street 

crossing improvements, traffic diversion and bicycle facilities) and non-infrastructure 

(promotional materials, student bicycle and pedestrian safety education sessions).  

 “We have received calls from schools, public health offices and public works 

departments across the state wanting to know if their specific project would be eligible for 

funding,” said Kelly Morgan, state program coordinator for Safe Routes to School.  “We are 

very excited about the interest we have received thus far and want to make sure that each 

community has the opportunity to take advantage of this important program.” 

 Through the 2005 passage of the Safe, Accountable, Flexible, Efficient Transportation 

Equity Act: A Legacy for Users (SAFETEA-LU), Congress designated a total of $612 million 

toward developing the National Safe Routes to School Program. These funds will be distributed 

to state departments of roads and will fund education, planning and implementation of 

Safe Routes to School plans and programs.
