The Nebraska Department of
Roads will hold public information
meetings about proposed construc-
tion of a four-lane expressway
between Minatare and Alliance.

Personnel from the department will
be available to visit one-on-one at
the meetings. Displays will be avail-
able for public inspection, and NDOR
staff will receive comments and
questions. No formal presentation is
planned.

The proposed project, NH-385-
3(115) and known as the Heartland
Expressway Corridor Study,
involves segments of three highways
in Scotts Bluff, Morrill and Box Butte
counties. The segments include
about 9 miles of U.S. Highway 26
east of Minatare, 9 miles of Nebraska
Link 62A extending further to the
east, and 26 miles of U.S. Highway
385 extending north through Alliance.

New four-lane divided highway
would be constructed using align-
ments of the existing two-lane high-

ways as much as practical. In some
areas, the new roadway would be
constructed on land adjacent to the
existing alignment. The detouring of
traffic during construction is not
anticipated.

The purchase of additional land
as highway right-of-way would be
required throughout the length of
the project. The right-of-way acqui-
sitions may include 20 homes, two
businesses and a number of other
structures.

Construction would impact wet-
lands areas and mitigation would be
required. Replacement wetlands
under mitigation are established on
public right-of-way along the project
or at a wetlands mitigation banksite.

Where possible, the Department
of Roads will provide an accessible
meeting facility for disabled people.
Appropriate provisions for people
who are hearing and visually chal-
lenged will be made if the depart-
ment is notified by Feb. 15, 2006.

The Nebraska Department of Roads along with the
State Highway Commission will hold a public hearing
about relocating a segment of Nebraska Highway 14
to span the Union Pacific Railroad tracks with a new
highway viaduct in Central City.

Construction will include grading, concrete surfacing,
sidewalks, a bikeway, roadway lighting, drainage
structures, a highway viaduct and a pedestrian viaduct
over the railroad tracks. The proposed project is
identified as STPN-TMT-14-2(123), also known as
Central City Viaduct.

The new segment of highway will be relocated about
four blocks east of the existing highway to utilize the
Nebraska Central Railroad’s abandoned property in
town. The new roadway will tie into the existing align-
ment of Nebraska 14 south of town and on the north
side of town.

The new highway in town will be three lanes wide
with a common left-turn lane at 17" Street and at 20"
Street. Highway roundabouts will be constructed at the
junctions with 28" Street, U.S Highway 30, and near
10" Street.

The highway viaduct over the Union Pacific tracks
will include a protected bikeway. The existing at-grade
crossing of Nebraska 14 will be removed. Crossings
also will be removed along C Avenue and at both loca-
tions along 13" Street. A pedestrian bridge over the
railroad tracks will be constructed along B Avenue near
the center of town.

When the new highway is completed, segments of
the road it replaces will be relinquished to Central City
and to Merrick County.

About 65 acres of additional land must be purchased
as highway right-of-way for the project. Seven commer-

cial buildings in the railroad corridor must be acquired.
The abandoned rail corridor south to the Platte River
will be acquired for public use.

Nebraska Highway 14 will remain open to traffic
throughout construction. Temporary roadways around
work zones will be used during some phases of
construction.

Construction will impact less than 1 acre of wetlands
and mitigation will be required. The department intends
to establish replacement wetlands on public right-of-
way in the vicinity of the highway project.

The public hearing is being held to provide informa-
tion and receive public input about the design of the
highway improve-ment. All people are invited to attend
and present relevant comments and questions. Written
statements and exhibits may be presented at the
hearing, and they will be accepted as part of the public
record for 10 days after the hearing.

The public is invited to stop at the hearing
location from 6:30 — 7:30 p.m. for an informal
discussion of any aspect of the project.

Personnel from the Department of Roads will
be available to visit one-on-one regarding the
proposed improvements.

Where possible, the Department of Roads will
provide an accessible meeting facility for disabled
people.

Lincoln Highway Scenic & Historic Byway to Expand Statewide

Nebraska Department of Roads Director John Craig recently approved the extension of
the Lincoln Highway Scenic & Historic Byway on U.S. Highway 30 from the western
Wyoming/Nebraska border eastward through Nebraska. This byway passes through the
Elkhorn area near Omaha, and ends in Blair, Nebraska, near the lowa border. The route,
originally referred to as the Platte River Trails Scenic Byway, ran through central Nebraska from
Sutherland and then east, for 95 miles, to Overton.

“The extension of the Lincoln Highway from border to border on Highway 30 will
enhance our State Byways Program and encourage more communities to become involved.
This program has proven beneficial for economic development and drawing new tourists onto
historically significant roadways,” said Craig.

Highway 30 parallels Interstate 80 from the Wyoming border east through the Grand
Island area. This expanded byway route will accommodate not only Lincoln Highway
enthusiasts from across the country, who will hopefully plan trips to experience this stretch of
the first coast-to-coast motor route, but will also lure additional byway travelers in general,
thanks to its close proximity to the Interstate. Highway 30 statewide has several portals to enter
and exit the interstate, thus increasing the chances to add to the economic stability, create
tourism partnerships, and convert Nebraska’s reputation from a drive-through state to a
destination state. This route parallels Interstate 80 throughout much of the state and marks the

nation’s first transcontinental auto route from New York to San Francisco.

Byways Leadership

The newly formed Lincoln Highway Scenic & Historic Byway organization operates
under the leadership of Anne Anderson, Executive Director of the Community Development

Office, in Gothenburg. Tourism and historical enthusiasts from across the state have met for



the past 18 months to complete a $26,000 feasibility study to extend the byway, which is funded
by the Federal Highway Administration. Members of this newly formed grass-roots organization
completed a thoroughly written strategic plan, traveler itinerary, preliminary budget, and
potential membership recruitment lists to complete the extension.

Now that the renaming and extension of the byway have been approved, grass-roots
membership recruitment and a website will begin under designated leaders in west, central, and
east regions.

The Nebraska Byways Program, which began in 1999, operates under the direction of
the Nebraska Department of Roads, who receives funding through the Federal Highway
Administration. Nebraska'’s Division of Travel and Tourism manages the marketing aspects of
the byways program. The Nebraska Byways Program is designed to showcase outstanding
archaeological, cultural, historic, natural, recreational and scenic qualities along Nebraska's
two-lane highways.
