Public Hearing March 15 for Hwy. 14 Improvements in Central City 
The Nebraska Department of Roads along with the State Highway Commission will hold a 

Public Hearing Wednesday, March 15, about relocating a segment of Nebraska Highway 14 to span 

the Union Pacific Railroad tracks with a new highway viaduct in Central City.  The hearing will be held 

at 7:30 p.m. in the Community Room, 1515 17th Street, in Central City.  

The new segment of highway will be relocated about four blocks east of the existing highway 

to utilize the Nebraska Central Railroad’s abandoned property in town.  The new roadway will tie into 

the existing alignment of Nebraska 14 south of town and on the north side of town. 

The new highway in town will be three lanes wide with a common left-turn lane at 17th Street 

and at 20th Street.  Highway roundabouts will be constructed at the junctions with 28th Street, U.S 

Highway 30, and near 10th Street. 

The highway viaduct over the Union Pacific tracks will include a protected bikeway.  The 

existing at-grade crossing of Nebraska 14 will be removed.  Crossings also will be removed along  

C Avenue and at both locations along 13th Street.  A pedestrian bridge over the railroad tracks will be 

constructed along B Avenue near the center of town. 

About 65 acres of additional land must be purchased as highway right-of-way for the project.  

Seven commercial buildings in the railroad corridor must be acquired.  The abandoned rail corridor 

south to the Platte River will be acquired for public use. 

Nebraska Highway 14 will remain open to traffic throughout construction. Temporary roadways 

around work zones will be used during some phases of construction. 

Construction will impact less than one acre of wetlands and mitigation will be required.  The 

department intends to establish replacement wetlands on public right-of-way in the vicinity of the 

highway project. 

Interested persons are invited to stop at the hearing location from 6:30 to 7:30 p.m., before the 

hearing, for informal discussions with Department of Roads personnel on any aspect of the project. 

Preliminary plans developed by the Nebraska Department of Roads will be available for public 

review after February 15 at the NDOR District 4 Office, 211 N. Tilden St., in Grand Island, and at the 

Roadway Design Division, 1500 Highway 2, in Lincoln.

 Nebraska’s unique system of voluntary licensure was enacted in 1969 as part of a 

comprehensive initiative to improve county, municipal and state highways, roads and streets.  

To qualify for the basic (Class B) Superintendent’s license, an individual must pass a rigorous 

examination or hold a Registered Professional Engineer’s license. 

 Applicants for a Class A license must hold a Class B license and must have either 

two years’ experience as a county’s or municipality’s employed highway or street 

superintendent, or four years of comparable experience.  Counties and municipalities with a 

Class A Superintendent qualify for double the annual Incentive Funds payment for having a 

licensed superintendent.

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 There are 414 Nebraska licensed individuals (Class B or Class A) serving the majority of 

the state’s 93 counties and 531 municipalities.  Superintendents are qualified to administer city 

and county street and road programs, including: 

♦ preparing one- and six-year improvement plans, 

♦ assisting in preparing annual budgets and financial reports, 

♦ supervising the annual program for roadway design, construction and 

maintenance, and 

♦ coordinating plans with adjacent counties and cities and with the Nebraska 

Department of Roads.

All members must hold a current license as a 
county highway or city street superintendent prior to appointment.  Of the four county representatives, no more than 
one member shall be appointed from each class of county.  Of the three municipal representatives, no more than one 
shall be appointed from each congressional district, one of whom shall be a representative of a city of over 100,000 
population (Omaha or Lincoln) one of whom shall be a representative of a city of 5,000 to 100,000 population (First 
Class City), and one of whom shall be a representative of a municipality having less than 5,000 population (Second

Nebraska Byways Grants Awarded $332,000 

 Rural communities along Nebraska’s nine scenic and historic byways will benefit from 

more than $332,000 in marketing grants funded through the Federal Highway Administration, 

according to the Nebraska Department of Roads.  U.S. Transportation Secretary Norman Y. 

Mineta announced that over $22 million in federal grants will fund 207 new projects in 42 states 

for marketing, safety improvements, facilities, recreational access, interpretive information, and 

resource protection. 

 Nebraska’s $332,126 share of federal dollars will fund projects to benefit Nebraska’s 

nine scenic and historic byways.  These projects include a membership recruitment and 

education packet to assist in the grass roots efforts of recruiting businesses to support their 

byway; a Heritage tourism brochure through a combined effort with the Nebraska State 

Historical Society; custom TV and radio spots to promote each byway; and a grant to promote 

and market the recently renamed and extended Lincoln Highway, which parallels the interstate 

through much of the central part of Nebraska statewide. 

 The Nebraska Byways Program, which began in 1999, showcases outstanding 

archaeological, cultural, historic, natural, recreational and scenic qualities along Nebraska’s 

two-lane highways.  It operates under the direction of the Nebraska Department of Roads, and 

receives 80% of its funding through the Federal Highway Administration.  In a cooperative 

relationship unique to many states, Nebraska’s Division of Travel and Tourism, who manages 

marketing aspects of the byways program, funds the remaining 20%. 

 “These grants are an important way for our byways to extend their marketing dollars and 

promote their communities along the route,” said Jim Pearson, Nebraska’s byways coordinator.  



“Over the past 6 years, we have successfully secured federal support in the range of $1.5 

million dollars.  This program is a true example of how a state and federal partnership can work 

together to support tourism and rural economic development.  The potential for additional 

tourism development along these byways can only enhance the economic stability of many 

small, rural towns at a time when it is so important.” 

 Comments from the national grant reviewing committee include, “We appreciate the 

value of reaching out to businesses and residents to invite and engage them in becoming more 

active in byways and byway organizations.  These proposals are a nice partnership between the 

Nebraska Department of Roads and the Department of Economic Development and Tourism.” 

 The Nebraska Byways Program, which began in 1999, operates under the direction of 

the Nebraska Department of Roads, who receives funding through the Federal Highway 

Administration.  Nebraska’s Division of Travel and Tourism manages the marketing aspects of 

the byways program.  The Nebraska Byways Program is designed to showcase outstanding 

archaeological, cultural, historic, natural, recreational and scenic qualities along Nebraska’s 

two-lane highways.
