U.S. 30 Advisory Panel to Meet in Working Session

The U.S. 30 Advisory Panel will meet in a working session Thursday, June 8, at
9:00 a.m. at the Lower Platte North Natural Resources District in Wahoo. At this working
session, the Panel will review results that summarize the impacts of various issues on each of
the highway alternatives being considered.

At their previous meeting, the Panel discussed highway relinquishment and received
clarification on some safety issues related to Highway 79.

“The Panel has been gathering and evaluating facts related to approximately 20 key
issues identified by residents in Dodge County,” according to Greg Michaud, Panel Facilitator.

“During the summer the Panel will develop recommendations. These recommendations
will include potential location for the improved highway, special highway features, and any
mitigation that might be needed for environmental matters,” added Michaud.

These recommendations will be in a report that will be made available to the public and
presented to the Nebraska Department of Roads and the Federal Highway Administration.

The Panel solicited public input through two mailings that were sent to over
2,000 households, businesses and organizations to help identify and prioritize issues important
to various segments of the population in Dodge County. The Panel then measured each of the
prioritized issues. These issues and their measurements are being used by the Panel to help
assess alternative alignments for the proposed U.S. 30 expressway through Dodge County.

The working sessions are not intended as public meetings, although the public is
welcome to observe the Panel's deliberations.

The Panel includes representatives from agriculture, business, community affairs, diking
and drainage districts, and local government. The Panel began meeting in May, 2005, to
develop recommendations for the proposed U.S. 30 improvement between Schuyler and
Fremont.

Cross-Country Convoy Commemorates 50" Anniversary of Interstate

June 29, 2006, marks the 50" anniversary of the “Dwight David Eisenhower System of
Interstate and Defense Highways,” often called the greatest public works project in history. This
year’s national celebration recognizes the signing of the Federal-Aid Highway Act of 1956 by
President Dwight D. Eisenhower. This act created the Highway Trust Fund as a dedicated
source of funding for the interstate highway system, on a pay-as-you-go basis through the
federal gas tax and other motor-vehicle user fees.

The American Association of State Highway and Transportation Officials (AASHTO)
plans a national coast-to-coast convay in June that will hearken back to a trip made in 1919 by
Dwight D. Eisenhower, then a young soldier. That early trip, a muddy, tortuous journey from
Washington, D.C. to San Francisco that took months, turned the man who got the interstate
approved by Congress into a good-roads advocate throughout his life.

AASHTO'’s convoy will begin in San Francisco on June 16 and travel the Interstate 80
corridor to Washington, D.C., arriving June 29, on the 50" anniversary of the signing of the
Interstate Highway Act by former President Eisenhower. State transportation departments
along the route are planning events at stops along the convoy route. Some national convoy
vehicles will be coming through Nebraska June 21-22 with scheduled stops at North Platte and
Omaha.

The visit in Omaha June 22 will include a news conference and activities co-sponsored
by AAA and Werner Trucking Company. The invitational event at Werner Enterprises will
welcome the convoy and recognize the Interstate’s impact on Nebraska as well as recognize
the 50™ Anniversary of Werner Trucking in 2006 and the 100" Anniversary of AAA in 2002.

Governor Dave Heineman and other state and local officials will be attending.

Since Omabha will also be hosting the NCAA College World Series at this time, visitors to
the city on June 22 are invited to join in a Tailgate Party hosted by Joe Cahn, The
Commissioner of Tailgating, in the Qwest Center north parking lot. The Innovative Mobility
Showcase will also be on display and open to the public. This dynamic Showcase was
developed by researchers at the University of California, Berkeley, exclusively for the 12" World
Congress on Intelligent Transport Systems (ITS) and offers live vehicle demonstrations,
including “ride and drives” in automobiles, trucks and buses fitted with ITS solutions. The
Showcase offers the opportunity to experience the latest implementations of ITS technologies

and provides a glimpse of transit’s future.

The Nebraska Department of Roads joins in the commemoration of the 50™ anniversary
of the interstate system by recognizing the significance of Interstate 80 to the growth and
development of Nebraska. Too often taken for granted, the interstate system is responsible for
dramatically improving our mobility, highway safety, quality of life and commerce. The 50"
anniversary of the interstate system is a tremendous opportunity to raise public awareness of
this vital transportation network and address its future.
