Work Scheduled to Begin on Highway 50 at Syracuse 
 Work is expected to begin the week of September 11 on Highway 50 through the City of 

Syracuse according to the Nebraska Department of Roads.  Work begins at 1st Street and runs 

north to the intersection of old Highways 2 and 50.   

 The work consists of milling the existing surface, patching the existing concrete 

pavement, and overlaying the project with new asphalt.  This project will be limited to one-lane 

traffic during the day time hours when work is going on, and will remain open during all phases 

of construction.  Flaggers and pilot vehicles will be used to direct traffic through work areas. 

 Work is anticipated to be completed by mid to late October.  Pavers Companies of 

Lincoln has the $300,000.00 contract.  The Department of Roads’ project manager is Don 

Hitzeman of Tecumseh.

Work Continues on Highway 50 

 Phase 2 construction and road closure on the Highway 50 project, from Tecumseh, 

south to the N-62 Elk Creek-Spur is slated to begin the week of September 11 according to the 

Nebraska Department of Roads.  During Phase 2, the South section of the project from the N-62 

jct. to the N-4 jct. will re-open to normal 2-lane, 2-way traffic.  Concurrent with the opening of the 

South Phase-1 section, the North section, Phase 2 will close to all thru traffic from the N-62 

Elk Creek-Spur to the South edge of Tecumseh.  This closure will allow the remaining culvert 

work under the existing highway to be performed.  Grading and pavement widening operations 

will be performed during this time as well.   

 The signed detour for all thru traffic on this project is US-136 to N-105 and N-4.  The 

N-62 junction at the Elk Creek Spur will remain open at all times to allow local traffic to access 

Highway 50 South from that intersection.  Some minor construction will be completed under 

traffic in the South Phase 1 section.   

 Dobson Brothers Construction Company of Lincoln, NE has the $3,597,000 contract for 

the grading, concrete pavement widening, diamond grinding, culvert and seeding work on the 

project. 

 Motorists are reminded that fines are doubled for speeding in work zones and to watch 

for construction vehicles and equipment entering and leaving construction areas.  Work is 

anticipated to be completed in the fall of 2006.  The NDOR’s manager for this project is 

Mike Habegger of the Tecumseh Construction Office.

Work to Begin on Highway 81 in Stromsburg Area 

 Work is scheduled to begin September 18 on Highway 81 in the Stromsburg area, 

according to the Nebraska Department of Roads. 

 The project begins just north of Benedict and runs to the south edge of Stromsburg.  

Work resumes at the north edge of Stromsburg and continues to Highway 92.  Werner, Inc. of 

Hastings has the $2,192,382 contract for pavement repair and asphalt surfacing.  Traffic will be 

maintained with lane closures and a pilot vehicle in work zones.  Work is anticipated to be 

completed in November.

allowed along Nebraska’s Highways after September 10, according to the Nebraska 

Department of Roads. 

 Permit holders have 20 days after cutting to remove the bales from highway right-of-way.  

All hay bales not removed from the public right-of-way by September 30 will become the 

property of the Department of Roads. 

 Motorists in the vicinity of haying operations, and those cutting or retrieving hay bales 

are asked to be observant and to proceed with caution.

The Nebraska Department of Roads 
will hold a public information meeting to 
present additional and revised plans for 
constructing a freeway along U.S. High-
way 75 south of Bellevue. 

Reconstruction of the existing Fairview 
Road interchange has been added by 
public request to the proposed project, 
which was presented during previous 
public meetings as NH-75-2(155) and is 
known as Plattsmouth to Bellevue. 

As part of the interchange reconstruc-
tion, a segment of Fort Crook Road will  
be shifted east of its existing alignment.  
Fort Crook Road will intersect Fairview 
Road directly across from a new access 
road proposed north of Normandy Hills. 

Revisions from preliminary plans 
presented at public meetings involve a 
new alignment for Allied Road near U.S. 
75.  The existing intersection of Allied 
Road with U.S. 75 will be closed.  A new 
segment of Allied Road will extend north, 
parallel to the freeway, bridge over the 
railroad tracks, intersect Pflug Road, and 
end at Platteview Road just east of a new 
freeway interchange. 

The revisions will not alter impacts to 
highway traffic during construction.  U.S. 
75 will remain open to traffic throughout  

construction.  Temporary roads will be 
used during some phases of construction.  
Detours may be needed for local traffic. 

Acquisition of additional property for 
public right-of-way will be required for the 
project.  Representatives of the depart-
ment’s Right of Way Division will attend 
the public meeting. 

Where possible, the Department of 
Roads will provide an accessible meeting 
facility for disabled people. Appropriate 
provisions for people who are hearing and 
visually challenged will be made if the 
department is notified by Sept. 12, 2006.

Personnel from the department will be 
available at the meeting to visit one-on-
one about the proposed project.  Displays 
will be available for public review.  NDOR 
staff will receive comments and questions.  
No formal presentation is planned. 

Preliminary plans developed by the 
Nebraska Department of Roads are 
available for public review at the District  
2 Office, located at 4425 S. 108th St. in 
Omaha, and at the Roadway Design 
Division, 1500 Highway 2, in Lincoln.
