Information Open House Nov. 15 for Hwy. 26 Improvements near Bayard

The Nebraska Department of Roads will hold an Information Open House on Thursday,
November 15, regarding alternatives for possible location of a highway viaduct south of Bayard.
The open house will be held from 4:00 to 6:00 p.m. MST, at the Fire Hall, 502 Main Street, in
Bayard.

The proposed viaduct would carry traffic on U.S. Highway 26 over the Union Pacific
Railroad tracks and over Nebraska Highway 92. The viaduct would be built alongside the
existing alignment of U.S. 26 so the road could remain open to traffic during construction. One
alternative locates the viaduct just west of the existing U.S. 26, and two alternatives place the
viaduct east of the existing alignment.

The proposed alignments diverge from the existing U.S. 26 route just south of the
Platte River. The new alignment would span the railroad tracks and span Nebraska 92, then
curve east into a new junction with Nebraska 92.

Upon construction of the viaduct, the existing junction of U.S. 26 and Nebraska 92
would be removed. The state also would remove the existing surface of any unused portion of
U.S. 26.

A segment of existing U.S. 26 may be permanently relinquished to Morrill County after
construction to provide access to private property. Some adjoining roads and intersections
with U.S. 26 may be realigned as part of the project.

Purchase of additional land as highway right-of-way would be required for the project.
Construction would impact wetland areas and mitigation would be required.

Personnel from the Department of Roads will be available to visit one-on-one about the
project. Displays will be available for public inspection, and NDOR personnel will receive
comments and questions. No formal presentation is planned.

Preliminary plans will be available for review at the NDOR Planning and Project
Development Division, 1400 Highway 2, in Lincoln. Information also is available on the Internet

at www.dor.state.ne.us.

Information Open House Nov. 14 for Hwy. 26 Improvements at Bridgeport

The Nebraska Department of Roads will hold an Information Open House on
Wednesday, November 14, regarding alternatives for possible location of a highway viaduct at
Bridgeport. The open house will be held from 4:00 to 6:00 p.m. MST, at the Prairie Winds
Center, 428 Main Street, in Bridgeport.

The proposed viaduct would carry traffic on U.S. Highway 26 over the BNSF Railway
tracks on the west side of Bridgeport. Two alternatives are under consideration for location of
the viaduct. One alternative is on the existing alignment of U.S. 26. The other alternative is on
new alignment south of the existing highway.

Traffic would be maintained on the highway during construction of either alternative. A
temporary section of roadway and a temporary rail crossing would be required just north of the
existing highway alignment to accommodate traffic during construction of a viaduct on the
existing alignment.

Upon completion of the viaduct, the existing crossing of U.S. 26 over the rail tracks
would be removed. Other unused portions of U.S. 26 also would be removed.

Segments of existing U.S. 26 may be permanently relinquished to Bridgeport and to
Morrill County after construction to provide access to private property. Existing access to some
businesses, residences and city streets would be changed by the proposed project.

Purchase of additional land as highway right-of-way would be required for the project.
Purchase of more than a dozen homes, one business and other structures may be required,
and the department’s Relocation Assistance Program will be available to residents and to
owners.

Personnel from the Department of Roads will be available to visit one-on-one about the
project. Displays will be available for public inspection, and NDOR personnel will receive
comments and questions. No formal presentation is planned.

Preliminary plans will be available for review at the NDOR Planning and Project
Development Division, 1400 Highway 2, in Lincoln. Information also is available on the Internet

at www.dor.state.ne.us.

Asphalt Work on Highway 44 North of L-50A to 11™ Street in Kearney

Werner Construction Co. anticipates beginning asphalt placement on Highway 44 within
the next several weeks, weather permitting, according to the Nebraska Department of Roads.

The contractor will focus on laying asphalt from the 1-80 interchange south to the end of
the project ¥2 mile north of L-50A intersection. During this time traffic can expect some delays
while the contractor is working on the two lane roadway.

Let's Talk Winter Roadway Safety

The Nebraska Department of Roads wants to tell you about their hopes for this winter's
driving season. They hope you, your loved ones, and their snowplow drivers will all stay safe.
To help remind motorists how important it is to be prepared and to drive according to the
conditions, the State Roads Department is focusing on the new nationwide winter driving
slogan..."Ice & Snow -- Take It Slow."

There are so many things a driver should know and focus on when it comes to ensuring
motorist and passenger safety during winter conditions. There are seasonal words like winter
storm watch, winter storm warnings, blowing and drifting snow advisory, black ice, and snow
cloud that are used to describe the various conditions. These terms and many other helpful
winter driving safety reminders can be found on the website:

Don't take chances...know before you go! In Nebraska and several surrounding states,
you can dial 511 free, year-round, day or night for travel condition information. Primarily timely
weather reporting for specific travel areas, the 511 Nebraska Travel Information line also has
neighboring states' reports available at this number. If you are outside of the state and wish to
check on Nebraska's current conditions, dial 800-906-9069.

State Highway Operations and Maintenance personnel will be ready to tackle winter
weather challenges across the state. Although crews are well prepared, they are not magicians.
Motorists should watch for dispatched snowplows when snow has fallen and winds are calm
enough for the operators to see. It is unlawful to follow a snowplow more closely than 100 feet
when it is plowing snow, spreading salt or sand, or displaying a flashing amber or blue light.
Drive with your lights on so you can see and be seen and do not attempt to pass a plow until the
plow reaches a clear area. Snowplows usually leave a ridge of snow, and swirling snow can
add to the hazards of passing or following too closely.

Since winter in Nebraska is bound to be full of surprises, snow and slippery slopes, the
Nebraska Department of Roads urges motorists to make sure everyone in their vehicle is
wearing a safety belt. Don't take chances! Ice and snow means take it slow.

Coffee Break Topics

According to the Nebraska Department of Roads, two issues stressed by winter
operations personnel and responding agencies during area-wide planning meetings were
first - keep urging motorists not to use cruise control during winter weather. The use of a
vehicle’s cruise control while weather conditions are changing can be very hazardous. A driver
not being in control, traveling too fast for conditions and the quick speed adjustments when
turning cruise control on or off can easily send a vehicle out-of-control if temperature and
moisture conditions are right.

Second — towing and retrieval efforts are another consideration when choosing to travel
during inclement winter weather conditions. Some highways and the Interstate are very busy
transportation arteries and can become a risk for those performing automobile or truck retrieval.
Law enforcement officials and some towing operators will follow the practice of “Unless vehicles
are in the traveled way or a hazard, vehicles will not be retrieved until after the storm is over, or
when possible during a closure.”

The Department of Roads, responding State Patrol officers, county sheriffs’ personnel,
local police, towing companies, the Red Cross, Nebraska Emergency Management Agency and
others want to get the word out that in order to save lives this winter, think twice: 1. When it's
snowing, should you be going? 2. If you must go, ice and snow means take it slow!

The Nebraska Department of
Roads will hold a public information
meeting about the potential location
of a proposed four-lane highway
along the southeast side of Fremont.

The study, NH-77-3(125) known as
Fremont Southeast Beltway Study,
involves developing a highway con-
nection between U.S. Highway 77
south of Fremont and U.S. Highway
275 east of town.

The potential route would be
almost 4 miles long. It would begin
at U.S. 77 just north of the Platte
River and end at the Morningside
Road interchange with U.S. 275.
The preliminary concept includes two
viaducts over railroad tracks and five
intersections with local streets.

The purchase of private property
for highway right-of-way would be
required throughout the length of the
project. Construction may impact
wetlands areas and mitigation would
be required.

Personnel from the department will
be available to visit one-on-one at
the meeting. Displays will be avail-
able for public inspection, and NDOR
staff will receive comments and
questions. No formal presentation is
planned.

Where possible, the Department
of Roads will provide an accessible
meeting facility for disabled people.
Appropriate provisions for people
who are hearing and visually chal-
lenged will be made if the depart-
ment is notified by Feb. 22, 2007.
