Work to Begin on Highway 99 and Spur S-34A

Work is scheduled to begin May 14 on Highway 99 in Pawnee County and on
Spur S-34A in Gage County, according to Nebraska Department of Roads. Work on
Highway 99 will be from the Kansas state line north 3 miles to the N-99/N-8 junction. Work will
also be performed on the S-34A, the Liberty-Spur, from the N-8/S-34A junction north 2.6 miles
north to the south village limits of Liberty.

Dobson Brothers Construction Company of Lincoln has the $1,054,092 contract for
milling, patching and asphalt surfacing.

Asphalt milling and surfacing will be performed under traffic with flaggers and pilot
vehicles.

Microsurfacing Has Begun At Three Locations

Microsurfacing, applying a thin overlay, has begun at three locations in the Hastings
area, according to the Nebraska Department of Roads. The first area of work begins on
Highway 281 at the south edge of Hastings and runs south for about four miles. The second
location is on Highway 74, at the west edge of Fairfield, and runs east for about three miles.
The third project location begins on Highway 34 at the west edge of Aurora and runs west for
about two miles.

Monarch Oil, of Omaha, Nebraska, has the $313,000 contract for this work.
Microsurfacing takes care of rutting, fills in irregularities, promotes drainage, and seals cracks.
Work is scheduled to be completed in early June.

Traffic will be maintained with flaggers and a pilot car. The State Roads' manager for
this project is Lyle Kohmetscher.

Motorists are reminded to drive safely through construction work zones. Fines are
doubled for speeding in work zones.

Information Open House May 23 for Hwy. 73 Improvements near Falls City

The Nebraska Department of Roads will hold an Information Open House on
Wednesday, May 23, regarding projects to reconstruct a segment of highway and replace three
bridges north of Falls City. The open house will be held from 4:00 to 6:00 p.m., at the City Hall,
1820 Towle St., in Falls City.

The first project involves raising the elevation of a segment of U.S. Highway 73 to
prevent storm water runoff from overflowing the highway south of the two mile corner. Work
will include removing almost one mile of the existing roadway, constructing two box culverts to
carry storm water underneath the new two-lane road, raising the grade and constructing new
driving lanes and shoulders.

The highway will be closed to traffic while under construction. Through traffic will be
detoured via Nebraska Highway 8 and U.S. Highway 75. Construction is scheduled to occur in
2008.

The second construction project involves removing and replacing three bridges carrying
U.S. 73 over the Muddy Creek drainage way. Construction will include grading and new
surfacing of the highway approaches to the bridges.

The highway will be closed to through traffic during bridge construction. Construction is
projected to occur in 2010.

Construction will impact an estimated 1% acres of wetlands and mitigation will be
required. Replacement wetlands will be established along the project or at an approved
mitigation bank.

Personnel from the Department of Roads will be available to visit one-on-one about the
project. Displays will be available for public inspection, and NDOR personnel will receive
comments and questions. No formal presentation is planned.
