Information Open House July 17 for Hwy. 10 Improvements near Kearney

The City of Kearney along with the Nebraska Department of Roads will hold an Information Open
House Tuesday, July 17, regarding the potential relocation of Nebraska Highway 10 around the east side
and the north side of Kearney. The open house will be held from 4:00 to 7:00 p.m. at the Exhibition Hall,
in the Extension Building, 1400 East 34" Street, in Kearney.

The proposed project would bypass the city to connect Interstate 80 on the south to Nebraska
Highway 10 on the north. The bypass would extend north from the interstate to 78" Street, then curve to
the west and intersect with existing Nebraska 10 north of Kearney.

Two alternatives will illustrate potential locations of a new bypass alignment on the east side of
town. One alternative is located along the existing Antelope Avenue alignment. The other alternative is
located along existing Cherry Avenue.

Both alternatives include construction of a new interchange at Interstate 80, a viaduct to span the
Union Pacific Railroad Co. tracks and U.S. Highway 30, and changes to some existing streets. The
bypass would be a four-lane roadway south of 56" Street and a two-lane roadway north of 56" Street.

Acquisition of land for highway right-of-way would be required throughout the length of the
project. Acquisition of a number of homes and businesses may also be required, and the department’s
Relocation Assistance Program would be available.

Construction would interrupt traffic on local roads during some phases. Temporary roads and
alternate routes would be provided.

Construction would impact several acres of wetlands and mitigation would be required.
Construction may require relocation of some segments of waterway channels north of the Platte River.

A Draft Environmental Assessment of the project, including a noise study report, is available for
public review and comment at the Kearney Public Library, 2020 1% Avenue, the Nebraska Department of
Roads Planning and Project Development Division, 1500 Highway 2 in Lincoln, and the Nebraska
Division of the Federal Highway Administration, 100 Centennial Mall North in Lincoln. Copies will be
available at the project meeting.

Preliminary plans developed by the City of Kearney and the Nebraska Department of Roads are
available for review at the Kearney City Hall, Public Works Office, 18 East 22™ St., and at the NDOR
Roadway Design Division, 1500 Highway 2, in Lincoln. Information also is available on the Internet at

www.dor.state.ne.us.
