The Nebraska Department of Roads (NDOR) and the Nebraska State Highway Commission,
in cooperation with the Missouri Department of Transportation (MoDOT), will hold a public
hearing regarding design of a new Missouri River bridge on US Highway 159. The hearing, in a
formal format, will be held at the Camp Rulo River Club, Rulo, Nebraska, December 2", 2008, 7-9
pm. Personnel from NDOR, MoDOT, and TranSystems Consulting Engineers will make
presentations, answer questions, and receive statements or comments about the proposed project.

The public is also invited to an information open house which will be held at the same
location from 3-5 p.m. Designers and engineers will meet with the public one-on—one to answer
questions. Design information will be displayed at both events.

The project, identified as BRD-159-7(105) Rulo Bridge, will provide a replacement for the
existing historic bridge. This proposed two-lane bridge is 2400 foot in length with a 40 foot wide
clear roadway. It will be built approximately 650 feet south of the existing structure. The project
will include new approach roadway alignments and surface pavement on US-159 in Rulo,
Richardson County, Nebraska and Holt County, Missouri as well as the reconstruction of a portion
of both First and Rouleau Streets in Rulo.

The proposed design in Rulo includes the connection of Commercial Street traffic to US-159
via Rouleau and First Streets. The project will be constructed under traffic and a temporary road, or
“shoo-fly,” will be used as a detour route around work zones.

Upon completion of construction, on the Nebraska side, the roadway between the Bridge
Café and the bridge will be removed. A new approach to the Bridge Café will be constructed from
First Street. On the Missouri side, the roadway from the bridge to the new highway alignment will
be removed, except for one section connecting a county road that will be relinquished to Holt
County, Missouri.

Acquisition of new right-of-way and temporary construction easements will be required
throughout the length of the project. Control of Access rights will also be purchased on both sides
of US-159 from First Street to the new bridge.



The project will require the purchase of four residences and two commercial buildings. One
of the residences has been determined to be historic. Relocation assistance will be provided under
State and Federal guidelines. Right of Way personnel will be available at the hearing to explain
services and benefits and answer questions.

An Environmental Impact Statement was prepared for this project. The Record of Decision
was signed by Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) on January 11, 2006. This document is
available for public review at the Nebraska Department of Roads Planning and Project
Development Division, 1500 Highway 2, Lincoln, NE, and the Nebraska Division of the Federal
Highway Administration, 100 Centennial Mall North, Lincoln, NE. Copies will be available at this
project meeting. The project will impact two historic properties; mitigation will be completed
consistent with the Memorandum of Agreement (MOA) that has been developed. Wetlands will be
impacted. The Nebraska Department of Roads intends to provide required mitigation either along
the project or at a wetland bank site.

The public hearing is being held to provide information and receive input regarding the
project. All citizens are invited to attend and present relevant comments and questions. Audio
recordings of the hearing proceeding will be made from which an official transcript will be made.
Citizen comment sheets will be available at both the afternoon information meeting and the public
hearing in the evening. All written statements received within 14 days after the hearing will be
entered into the official record. Final design plans and right of way plans will be developed after
this public hearing.

Where possible, the Department of Roads will provide an accessible meeting facility for
disabled persons. Appropriate provisions for people who are hearing or visually challenged or
lacking English proficiency will be made if the Department is notified by November 18, 2008.
