Work is scheduled to begin April 14 on U.S. Highway 77 from Van Dorn Street to south
of Warlick Boulevard (L55W), according to the Nebraska Department of Roads.

Pavers, Inc. of Lincoln, Nebraska, has the $2,476,288 contract for concrete pavement
repair, milling the existing roadway and placing an asphalt overlay. Work is anticipated to be
completed by fall 2008.

During the work, traffic will be restricted to single lanes, with reduced speed limit in the
work zone. The lane closures will be in place overnight and for extended periods of time.

11" Street to L-50A South of Kearney Work Resumes

During the week of April 14, major resurfacing work on Highway 44 from 11" Street in
Kearney, south to the junction of Highways 44 & L-50A, 1 mile south of the Kearney 1-80
Interchange, will resume, according to the Nebraska Department of Roads. This work will
include milling inlays, where new asphalt surfacing abuts existing concrete surfacing, and
placement of the top lift of asphalt. Traffic will be controlled through the work areas by flaggers
and a pilot vehicle in the two-lane section of the project, and with lane closures from the Platte
River bridge north to 11" Street. A 12’ maximum width restriction is in effect during this phase
of work due to the lane closures.

Drivers should be aware of the potential sharp drop-offs where the inlay milling operation
meets the existing surfacing. Bump signs will be installed accordingly to define the location of
the drop-offs.

Weather permitting, this major work should be completed by early to mid-May, with final
completion near the end of May. Please obey the temporary traffic control signs, and please
drive carefully within the project construction work zone and watch for pavement drop-offs. The
Roads Department manager for the project is Tom Farber.

Work to Begin on Nebraska Highway 79 in Raymond

Beginning April 21, the intersection of Nebraska Highway 79 and Raymond Road will be
closed for reconstruction. The intersection will be closed both east and west for a period of
10 days.
