Information Open House July 16 for Hwy. 83 Improvements at North Platte

The Nebraska Department of Roads will hold an Information Open House on
Wednesday, July 16, about reconstructing a segment of U.S. Highway 83 south of the interstate
at North Platte. The open house will be held from 4:00 to 6:00 p.m., at the Holiday Inn Express,
300 Holiday Frontage Road, in North Platte.

The proposed project begins just north of State Farm Road and ends just south of
Interstate 80. Construction will involve replacing the existing pavement with concrete, updating
guardrail alongside the roadway, and adding roadway lighting. Both bridges over Fremont
Slough will be used in place.

U.S. 83 will remain open to traffic throughout construction; however, traffic will be
reduced from four lanes to two lanes. Temporary roadways around work zones may be used
during some phases of construction.

Work Begins on I-80 from 1-180 to 27" Street in Lincoln

The Nebraska Department of Roads will place traffic in a head-to-head configuration in
the westbound lane of I-80 from 1-180 to East of the 27" Street Exit (RP 401 to RP 404.5)
beginning the evening of July 10 to construct the new eastbound lanes, weather permitting.
Two lanes of traffic will be maintained in each direction, separated by concrete barriers. As a
part of this work, the southbound I-180/U.S. Highway 34 to eastbound I-80 on-loop will be
closed on July 10.
