The proposed project involves the construction of a new, single point,
urban interchange that will carry N-2 traffic over US-75.

Culvert construction, grading, surfacing, bridges, MSE walls, surfaced shoulders, traffic
signals, and new lighting will be included in this project. The project will be built under traffic.
Some detouring will be necessary. Median openings on N-2 at County Road 63 and at 3" Street
will be closed. Due to these median closings, side roads will be constructed south of N-2 and
turned over to the city or county for administration.

Acquisition of new right-of-way will be required throughout the length of the project.
Modification and/or new acquisition of control of access will also be necessary.

Construction will impact wetlands and mitigation will be required.

The public meeting is being held to provide information and receive input regarding the
project. All citizens are invited to attend and present relevant comments and questions. Design
plans and right-of-way plans will be further developed after this open house information
meeting.

Where possible, the Department of Roads will provide an accessible meeting facility for
disabled persons. Appropriate provisions for people who are hearing and visually challenged
will be made if the Department is notified by January 21, 2009. Notification should be submitted
