CONSULTANT SHALL PROVIDE: 
Categorical Exclusion (NEPA) Document and Resource Reviews  
The Consultant will complete the State Categorical Exclusion (CE) Determination Form for Federal-Aid Projects.  When the consultant determines whether the project will qualify as a Level 1, 2 or 3 Categorical Exclusion under the existing CE Programmatic Agreement, they will notify the State NEPA Specialist (Manager)  and complete the appropriate Level (1,2,3) of the Categorical Exclusion Form.  Consultant will obtain or produce supplemental information to attach to the NEPA Form, or to be placed into the Project file as back-up reference material for the document.  Figures and resource maps are also required to be attached to the NEPA Form.  If not required as an attachment, Consultant shall produce them for the NEPA project file.  Consultant’s effort shall also include one progress meeting with State, by telephone.  If a Project on-site meeting or meeting at State is needed, it would be considered an out-of-scope item and would be either supplemented to this Agreement or, with approval and if available, hours from the Reserve would be approved upon request.
Section 106 (SHPO/THPO).  Cite the date of the Section 106 PQS Memo in the appropriate block of the CE Form and attach it to the document.  As appropriate, input information regarding eligible resources, impacts, SHPO/THPO coordination and mitigation into the form.
Farmland. If there is any farmland located in the Project Environmental Study Area and its use may be converted to other purposes as part of the Project, Consultant will prepare an NRCS Farmland Conversion Form CP-106 and perform coordination with NRCS.
Location Map and Aerial of the Environmental Study Area.  Consultant will prepare a project location map on a 71/2 Minute Quadrangle base, showing the project location with insert showing the county and its position in Nebraska.  The Environmental Study Area shall be shown on an aerial photo base, with the project start and end points plotted.
Documentation and Revisions.  Consultant will complete the CE Documentation Form, including Project Description, Purpose and Need Statement (Level 3 Only), project maps, and other supplemental information such as resource agency correspondence. Consultant will submit the CE Documentation Form and attachments to State & FHWA for review and approval (assume 3 rounds of comments).  
Categorical Exclusion (CE) Quality Control Assurance .  The consultant shall submit to State evidence that the Categorical Exclusion (CE) document has had a quality control review by a Principal NEPA Author or Project Manager (as defined in the firm’s current, approved NEPA Certification submittal - Category 101A).  The submittal shall accompany both draft and final NEPA documents and may be in the form of a transmittal letter with the name, date and signature of the QC reviewer, or as the electronic CE Form may allow, provide evidence in the requested position on the CE form.   
Categorical Exclusion Comment Tracking Table:  The consultant shall maintain a summary table of all review comments and resolution of comments made by State and FHWA during document review and revision processing.  Comments shall be organized by CE Form Block number and shall be submitted along with the revised draft and final documents.  State will provide a template table for completion by the Consultant.
Threatened and Endangered Species Review
Resource Reviews.  Consultant will review the project for (1) threatened and
endangered species impacts (both state and federally listed species) protected by the Endangered Species Act and the Nebraska Non-game and Endangered Species Conservation Act and (2) impacts to bald and golden eagles protected by the Bald and Golden Eagle Protection Act. 
If a 404 permit is required for the project, impacts will be reviewed for all fish and wildlife resources protected by the Fish and Wildlife Coordination Act, including discussion of (3) resources that will be impacted (ex. wetland acres impacted, ROW, native grasslands); (4) efforts to avoid and minimize impacts to fish and wildlife resources; (5) aquatic biota movements, fish movement, and impacts to non-listed species.
Biological Assessment Forms.  Consultant will prepare the Biological Assessment (BA) Forms and related documentation, submit them, in Word and Excel format as well as a compiled PDF, to State, and revise them in response to State comments as needed. If all of the Species Evaluation Parameter (SEP) questions are checked “No”, Consultant will prepare the Overview of Effects and Required Conservation Conditions (OERCC). If any of the SEP questions are checked “Yes”, Consultant will prepare the Matrix Spreadsheet for those species and the activities found in the Activity Checklist. If the Matrix determination is “No Effect”, Consultant will submit the Matrix, SEP Form and OERCC Form.  If determination for an individual species is “NLAA-CC”, Consultant prepares the OERCC Form with appropriate Conservation Conditions included for those species.
Project Meetings.  If the determination for an individual species is “MA”, the Consultant will attend a meeting of the resource agencies to discuss the “MA” determination upon approval from State.  If a resource agency meeting is required then the Consultant will provide State an estimate for this activity. 
Individual Project Level Evaluation.  If the determination for an individual species is “MA”, Consultant will notify State as soon as possible and will prepare an Individual Project Level Evaluation (supported by figures, literature review, and other supplemental information such as aerial photos and resource agency correspondence), including appropriate conservation conditions in the OERCC for that and other species with a “MA”.  If the determination for an individual species is “MA” or “NLAA-CC” but this determination appears wrong due to existing habitat conditions, species range information, or other factors, an IPLE will be prepared by the Consultant to justify a change in determination.  If a resource agency meeting is required, such meeting would be considered out-of-scope and would be either supplemented to this Agreement or if available, hours from the Reserve would be approved upon request. 
Hazardous Materials Review (HMR).  
Consultant will complete a HMR within the Environmental Study Area to identify conditions that indicate an existing release, a past release, or a material threat of a release, of any hazardous substances or petroleum products into structures, on the property or into the soils, groundwater, or surface water. 
The HMR will include a regulatory file review (local, state and federal agencies).  The purpose of this review will be to identify sites within the Environmental Study Area (at a minimum, one tenth mile on either side of the project’s centerline).  Any sites identified during the file review will be assessed for their potential impact on the project, and discussed in the NEPA document.
The HMR will cover (1) conducting a study of the Environmental Study Area for local, state and federal environmental database records; (2) conducting a visual site reconnaissance survey, (if it is determined the project will be processed as a Level 1 CE then this survey will not be required) (3) reviewing readily available aerial photographs, (4) conducting interviews with local agencies and regulators, if necessary, and (5) preparing a written technical memorandum of the findings. The report will be included as an appendix to the NEPA document, with the findings summarized in the main body of the NEPA document. 
4(f) Exception or De Minimis Determination.   
Consultant will determine if adjacent 4(f) properties such as public parks, recreation areas, and wildlife/waterfowl refuges, or historic sites of local, state or national significance are present, as part of the Resource Review (above in 1.1).  If a Section 4(f) property is identified within the project area, the project or undertaking must determine a ‘use’ of land from that property within the meaning of Section 4(f). If it is determined that there is a ‘use’ of the land then coordination with State must occur. If a determination by State is made that the Project impacts meet the criteria for an exception, a Programmatic Agreement, or a de minimus determination, preparation of those documents would be considered in scope and the consultant shall complete the documentation with the hours provided.  If it is determined that an Individual 4(f) Evaluation is needed, that effort would be considered out-of-scope and would be either supplemented to this Agreement or if available, hours from the Reserve would be approved upon request.  
Section 6(f) Analysis Documentation.  
Consultant will research and document whether 6(f) resources are present.  If resources are present and an additional Section 6(f) document is required, this service would be considered in-scope and additional hours will be given to the consultant to complete the required documentation. 
Wetland and Stream Delineation Services.  
The Consultant shall visit the project sites as assigned to determine if waters of the United States (waters of the US), including wetlands, are present within the project Delineation Limits as described below.  The site visit will be conducted by a qualified wetland scientist and during the recognized growing season unless otherwise approved by the State Environmental Permits Unit (EPU) Project Manager.  Delineation methods shall be in accordance with the 1987 Corps Wetland Delineation Manual and appropriate USACE Regional Supplement (Midwest or Great Plains), and the “NDOR Procedure: Wetland and Water Resource Delineation and Water Conveyance Investigation” (January 2013 DRAFT).  Documentation following the NDOR Standard Wetland Delineation Report format (will be provided prior to field work) shall be submitted to State as a record of findings.
Review Existing Resources/Databases.  Consultant will review existing resources prior to field delineation (NDOR 2013).  For projects requiring new Right of Way beyond existing, into agricultural land, the consultant shall review the past 10 years of aerial photographs (if available) and the official 5-year NRCS slide-set used for their wetland determinations.
Delineation Limits.  Along the project alignment, a Full Delineation shall be provided for the area 50 feet beyond the project LOCs or within the project right-of-way (ROW), whichever is farthest from the centerline. A full delineation shall be performed for known construction access, staging, stockpiling, or waste disposal areas.
At culverts and bridges along the project alignment, a Full Delineation (including delineation of the OHWM if present, and adjacent wetlands) shall be provided for the area 150 ft outside of the LOCs or ROW, whichever is farthest from the centerline.
Estimated Delineation Project Size.  (See Table on pg. 1 for Project Size if applicable)
Small Delineation – Can be accomplished with one day or less of field activities
Medium Delineation – Can be accomplished with 1-3 days of field activities
Large Delineation – Can be accomplished with up to five days of field activities
Field Survey.   Consultant shall delineate all wetlands and waters of the US within the project Delineation Limits as specified above.  
Plot Boundaries.  Consultant shall plot the data on aerial photographs. Data plotted on aerial photographs should include roadway alignment and stationing when available.  Data will include wetland boundaries, wetland types, waters of the US (OHWM) and location of data collection points and photographs. Map scale must be drawn to a scale of 1:2400 or larger (e.g. 1:1800).	
Documentation of Findings.  Consultant shall prepare documents according to State procedures (NDOR 2013) and NDOR Standard Delineation Report. 
Quality Assurance / Quality Control.  The Consultant shall perform thorough QA/QC checks prior to any official submittal to State. Reports and associated data sheets shall be scrutinized for accuracy and completeness. All geospatial data shall be post-processed to correct GPS data inaccuracies, compile all required information in the State geodatabase attribute tables, and checked for completeness, accuracy, and conformance to State data standards (see paragraph F). Geospatial data shall provide an accurate representation of field observations.  Inadequate delineation reports and/or geospatial data will be returned to the Consultant to be corrected prior to formal State review.  
Prepare Electronic Files and Transmittal Letter.  Consultant shall submit the delineation materials to State in electronic format as described in Section F.  If contract includes additional permitting services, Consultant shall submit the wetland delineation for assessment of impact of highway improvements on wetlands and other waters of the U.S.  A Waterway Permit Data Sheet will then be completed by the Design Staff (State or Design Consultant) and forwarded to Consultant for use in completing the 404 permit application.
Meetings.  Project staff will meet with State, and prepare minutes of the meeting.  An on-site kick-off meeting will be held for complex new and reconstruction projects.  For other projects, the kick-off meeting will be held via conference call or email with the State EPU Project Manager. 
Communication.  All correspondence (phone calls, emails, transmittals) regarding scope items outlined in this section (7) should only be addressed to the environmental permitting unit (EPU) Project Manager (Listed on pg. 1 of this Scope of Services). All emails should include the 5 digit control number in the subject line. Section 404 Nationwide Permitting Services  
If needed by EPU, the Consultant shall prepare materials for submittal of an application for a Nationwide Clean Water Act Section 404 permit from the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers (USACE), and for Title 117 compliance from the Nebraska Department of Environmental Quality (NDEQ) if applicable.  The Consultant will also handle coordination activities with the USACE and other regulatory and resource agencies, as needed. 
Pre-Application Meeting.  Consultant shall discuss with the USACE the necessity of a pre‑application meeting.  If required, the Consultant shall arrange a pre‑application meeting with the USACE and other interested resource agencies to discuss the wetland delineation and other issues relating to fill and disturbance impacts. Consultant shall prepare and distribute minutes.  This activity would be considered out-of-scope and additional hours will be given to the Consultant to attend the meeting and complete the required documentation. Additional hours would be either supplemented to this Agreement or if available, hours from the Reserve would be approved upon request.
404 Nationwide Permit Application Package.  Consultant shall prepare a 1st Draft of the 404 Permit Application Package consisting of 404 Permit Application and Wetland Delineation Report, including complete description of the project, documentation of impacts to all wetlands and waters of the US, and wetland and stream channel mitigation.  A hard copy and electronic files of the documents will be submitted to State for review.  
The Consultant shall revise materials per State comments, and resubmit subsequent drafts to State for review and approval.  For the final package, the Consultant will submit one bound copy and electronic files to State. Instead of a bound copy, a .pdf copy delivered to the State FTP site is acceptable.
Agency Coordination.  The Consultant shall submit the 404 permit application package to the USACE and NDEQ.  If needed, Consultant shall arrange and conduct an on-site post-application meeting. The 404 authorization must be secured before PSE Turn-in, but not so early that the permit would expire before roadway fill impacts are accomplished.  The target date for submittal of a 404 permit application is 12 months prior to letting. Time of the application submittal must be closely coordinated with the State Environmental Permits Unit and Roadway Design.
Jurisdictional Determination (JD) from the USACE.  In some cases, at State’s direction, the Consultant shall request the USACE to make a Preliminary and/or Final JD decision. The JD request would consist of the Consultant’s submittal of either a preliminary wetland determination or a final delineation, along with a cover letter requesting the JD.  If the JD request would require additional supporting documentation beyond that specified above, at State’s direction additional scope would be defined and a supplement would be prepared or if available, hours from the Reserve would be approved upon request.  In some cases, if requested by State, the Consultant shall request a Certified Delineation from the USACE.
Consultant shall coordinate correspondence with the USACE, whether in writing or personal contact.  Consultants are expected to be available to provide additional information, answer questions, respond to public comments, and attend meetings, if necessary.  Meeting attendance would be considered out-of-scope and would be either supplemented to this Agreement or if available, hours from the Reserve would be approved upon request. All correspondence with the USACE and other agencies, if necessary, shall be submitted to the State in draft form for approval at least 10 days before final submittal.
If needed, Consultant shall coordinate with NDEQ and obtain a letter of 401 Water Quality Certification.  If wetlands are non-jurisdictional, Consultant shall obtain a letter of opinion from NDEQ stating compliance with the non-degradation clause of Title 117 Nebraska Surface Water Quality Standards. 
Prepare Final Deliverables.  Consultant shall prepare and submit to State the electronic files and hard copies of all materials.   
Section 404 Individual Permit Application
If needed by EPU, the Consultant shall prepare materials for submittal of an application for an Individual Clean Water Act Section 404 permit from the USACE, and for Section 401 or Title 117 compliance from the Nebraska Department of Environmental Quality (NDEQ) if applicable.  The Consultant will also handle coordination activities with the USACE and other regulatory and resource agencies, as needed. 
Pre-Application Meeting.  Consultant shall discuss with the USACE the necessity of a pre‑application meeting.  If required, the Consultant shall arrange a pre‑application meeting with the Corps and other interested resource agencies to discuss the wetland delineation and other issues relating to fill and disturbance impacts. Consultant shall prepare and distribute minutes.  This activity would be considered out-of-scope and additional hours will be given to the consultant either by Supplement or if available, from Reserve, to attend the meeting and complete the required documentation. 
For Individual Permits, Consultant shall prepare an Alternatives Analysis and Sequencing Demonstration for inclusion in the permit application.  For State designed projects, this will involve incorporating materials provided by Roadway Design and Environmental Permits Unit (EPU).  For consultant designed projects, this will involve preparing documentation after consulting with the design consultant and State Roadway Design and EPU.
404 Permit Application Package (Nationwide and Individual Permits).  Consultant shall prepare a 1st Draft of the 404 Permit Application Package consisting of 404 Permit Application and Wetland Delineation Report, including complete description of the project, documentation of impacts to all wetlands and waters of the US, and wetland and stream channel mitigation.  A hard copy and electronic files of the documents will be submitted to State for review.  
The Consultant shall revise materials per State comments, and resubmit subsequent drafts to State for review and approval.  For the final package, the Consultant will submit one bound copy and electronic files to State. Instead of a bound copy, a .pdf copy delivered to the State FTP site is acceptable.
Agency Coordination.  The Consultant shall submit the 404 permit application package to the USACE and NDEQ.  If needed, Consultant shall arrange and conduct an on-site post-application meeting. The 404 authorization must be secured before PSE Turn-in, but not so early that the permit would expire before roadway fill impacts are accomplished.  The target date for submittal of a 404 permit application is 12 months prior to letting. Time of the application submittal must be closely coordinated with the State Environmental Permits Unit and Roadway Design.
Consultant shall coordinate correspondence with the USACE, whether in writing or personal contact.  Consultants are expected to be available to provide additional information, answer questions, respond to public comments, and attend meetings, if necessary.  All correspondence with the USACE and other agencies, if necessary, shall be submitted to the State in draft form for approval at least 10 days before final submittal.
If needed, Consultant shall coordinate with NDEQ and obtain a letter of 401 Water Quality Certification.  If wetlands are non-jurisdictional, Consultant shall obtain a letter of opinion from NDEQ stating compliance with the non-degradation clause of Title 117 Nebraska Surface Water Quality Standards.
Prepare Final Deliverables.  Consultant shall prepare and submit to State the electronic files and hard copies of all materials.  Consultant shall submit the preliminary determination or delineation materials to State in electronic format as described in Section F.  If contract includes additional permitting services, Consultant shall submit the preliminary determination or wetland delineation for assessment of impact of highway improvements on wetlands and other waters of the U.S.  A Waterway Permit Data Sheet will then be completed by the State and forwarded to Consultant for use in completing the 404 permit application.
Consultant shall plot the data on aerial photographs with the roadway alignment and stationing.  Data will include wetland boundaries, wetland types, waters of the US (OHWM) and location of data collection points and photographs. Map scale must be drawn to a scale no smaller than 1-inch = 200-feet.
Farm Service Agency (FSA) Wetland Review In some cases, a review of FSA historic aerial photography with recorded wetland determinations may be required for permitting.  This type of review is not included as part of this Scope of Services.  If such a review is appropriate for the permitting of the wetland resources, State would request that additional scope and fee, appropriate to the length of the Project, be prepared.
Mitigation Plan  
If needed, The Consultant shall prepare materials for submittal of a conceptual mitigation plan and the associated 12 components of Mitigation documentation for submittal to the USACE.  This will involve incorporating materials provided by Roadway Design and Environmental Permits Unit (EPU) into a single document to identify mitigation locations, types of wetlands to potentially develop, and buffer areas associated with the mitigation areas.   
Prepare Public Meeting Materials
Consultant shall prepare flyers, handouts or other environmental materials requested by State to support the public meeting.  Additional hours will be given to the Consultant to prepare flyers, handouts or other environmental materials requested to support the public meeting.  
 Travel Time  
Site Visits.  Consultant will conduct up to 2 site visits for such things as hazmat review, wetlands and stream review, and threatened and endangered species review (if needed).  The visits should be combined when possible for efficiency.  If the NEPA document is a Level 1 CE, then no site visit will occur.   Project site visits shall be used to become familiar with the project, check for the presence of environmental resources, hazardous materials and delineations or determinations.
Project Management 
This task includes activities to initiate and monitor project schedules, workload assignments and internal cost controls throughout the project.  Also included are efforts to prepare and process invoices, prepare project correspondence with the State; and maintain project records.  Monthly Progress Reports shall be prepared and submitted according to the schedule provided by State, which may or may not coincide with Consultant's invoicing schedule.  

Final Deliverables.  Consultant will prepare final deliverables and submit to State the electronic files and hard copies of all materials.
