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Students Tour West Dodge Road
Elevated Expressway Project

Members of the Omaha Public
Schools North High campus, which is
the magnet school for pre-engineering
students, have taken a great interest in
the U.S. Highway 6 (West Dodge Road)
elevated expressway project from 1-680
to 132nd Street. Mr. Lee Kalstrum, the
students’ instructor, stopped by the
NDOR field office, located at 11204
Davenport Street, and asked if the
department would be willing to hold a
few classes and talk about the elevated
expressway project. After a few
meetings with Mr. Kalstrum, plans
were made to hold 12 classes over the
next two years. Juniors and seniors
will be participating in the classes with
a combined total of 25 students.

The first class was held at the West
Dodge field office in October with all
of the students attending. | presented
the class with an overview of the entire
project from 2004 to 2008 and a few
plan sheets of the pier construction.

I also showed a 9-minute video with
computer-generated images of the
project when it is completed, to
include a computer-generated
westbound drive-through of lower

Dodge and an eastbound drive-
through on the elevated expressway.

We discussed phasing and timelines
of the project to include the elevated
bridges, 120th Street intersection, north
and south frontage roads, 114th Street
intersection and the Old Mill area. The
students asked several questions about
the pier and girder construction. After
the classroom instruction, we took a
walk-through on the jobsite in the area
of the eastbound structure near the
Old Mill area. The students were able
to stand next to one of the piers and
get a feeling of how large the structure
really is.

The second class was held in
November. Only the seniors attended
while the juniors were assigned to a
different project. We will see juniors
again in the Fall of 2005. Piling was the
topic of discussion during this class.
We discussed types of piling used and
the reasons why and how the
contractor stakes the location,
excavates for the footing and drives
the piling with the pile driver. | also
showed a 10-minute video of the pile-
driving operation and the students are
looking forward to a walk-through.
Also, | had a 1-foot section of piling

the students could examine during the
class. Many questions were answered.

Awareness Week
April 3-9

The sixth annual National Work
Zone Awareness Week, scheduled the
first week of April, is a national effort
that hopes to increase public
awareness of work zone safety needs
from the driver as well as the highway
worker perspective.

Calendar year 2003 statistics reveal
1,028 men and women—both workers

and motorists—were killed nationwide
in work zones, compared to 1,181
fatalities in 2002 and 1,079 fatalities in
2001. Nine of those deaths were in
Nebraska, compared to 12 deaths in
2002 and 11 deaths in 2001.

On average, there is a work zone
for every 50 miles traveled on U.S.
roads. While work zones are here to
maintain our roadways for years to
come, efforts in each community to
increase awareness of work zone
safety among motorists and highway
workers may help lower these
numbers across the nation.

The awareness week is sponsored
by the following groups: The
American Association of State

Highway and Transportation Officials
(AASHTO), Federal Highway
Administration (FHWA), American
Traffic Safety Services Association
(ATSSA), American Road and
Transportation Builders Association
(ARTBA), Associated General
Contractors of America (AGC),
Occupational Safety and Health
Administration (OSHA), and State
Departments of Transportation
(DOT’s).

The goal is to bring awareness to
motorists of the undivided attention
needed and adherence to lower speed
limits, warning signs, and temporary
driving conditions when driving
through a roadway work zone. ¢

Recommended Reading

More good books as recommended by Director John Craig

“Why Economies Grow” by Jeff Madrick (2002). The
author makes the case that there is no simple and reliable
course to economic prosperity. It is the result of a complex
and changing set of initiatives and circumstances. Some
general conclusions can, however, be drawn. First, large
and expanding markets are necessary for economies to
grow and the U.S. has benefited from just that for the past
two hundred years. With the growing global economy he
asserts that “times are a changing” and the economic
leadership that the U.S. has enjoyed for over two hundred
years may (or is) diminishing as other nations’ economies
begin to take off. At the risk of oversimplifying the
author’s book, he argues that economies around the world
have grown as democratization has occurred and the U.S.
has excelled in that. Of the various elements that make
economies grow, he asserts that three areas—education,
health care and transportation infrastructure—have fallen
into neglect in recent decades. Somewhat surprisingly,
many Jeffersonians and others in the earlier times of our
country were opposed to government involvement in
building roads. Times change. He also asserts that in
recent decades two working spouses has become the
norm, and we as a country have done little or nothing to
adjust to that. He also argues for improving transportation
and communications systems as basic needs to deliver
products fast and inexpensive in large and expanding
markets. He also asserts that technology and the
information age is not going to grow the economy (think
of the dot coms) on its own. Finally, he asserts that we
won'’t (or may not) do what is necessary to get the
economy growing again partly due to the American
character that government is a burden and not a partner.

His solution: a new “social contract” of inclusiveness and
adjustment to change that allows all citizens to fulfill
their dreams and achieve their potential. This is a good
book to read.

This read can be tied back to a previous book review on
“Alexander Hamilton.” | saw a quote after reading it that
said, “while we revere Thomas Jefferson, we live in the
world that Alexander Hamilton created.” Hamilton single-
handedly wrote most of the Federalist papers and is the
basis for much of our federal government, including our
economy and its development.

“The Price of Government” by David Osborne and
Peter Hutchison (2004). On the back cover of the book,
Rudy Giuliani, former Mayor of New York is quoted as
saying, "was required reading for my staff.” It is a good
read but hard to imagine (like most books) that anyone
would agree with everything that is asserted. Funda-
mentally, the authors assert that government at any level
is now in a permanent state of fiscal crisis and recent years
are not an anomaly. (I happen to agree with that.) This
covers many of the common themes we have discussed,
including: do more with less, the currency of the future is
trust, leadership and its development, building coalitions,
character, values, continuous improvement, customer
service, flexibility, empowerment, rewards and recognition,
partnering, and relentless focus on accountability and
results. The author gives examples of success and failure of
good government doing more with less at the federal, state
and local levels. He also suggests that the price of
government is set at the price citizens are willing to pay.
This is how our democratic system and republican form of
government are designed to work. This is another good
read.

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TE Projects Awarded

The Nebraska Department of Roads
recently announced that a total of
$5,177,042 has been awarded for 16
community and agency projects
statewide through the Transportation
Enhancement (TE) Program.

According to Roads Director John
Craig, “Many positive things are
being done in Nebraska as a result of
the Transportation Enhancement
Program. Since 1993, the Department
of Roads has awarded $70 million for
530 transportation enhancement
projects across the state. These
projects are making a significant
contribution to the quality of life in
Nebraska communities—from the
smallest village to the largest city.”

Transportation Enhancement
dollars have been spent in one of
every three Nebraska communities.

The Transportation Enhancement

Program, part of the federal highway
bill, provides funding to local, state,
and regional government entities to
construct and restore transportation
infrastructure that are not eligible to
be funded through other programs.

Managing Your Lawn

Turf - It looks like water restrictions are going to be a
way of life in Lincoln and many other towns again this

preemergent does not need to be down until May. There
are products out there to keep the bottom of your mower
clean. One of them is “Stay Clean” that is sprayed under
the mower before you go out for the first time. It’'s time to
take the mower to the shop for a tune-up and blade

Trees - Prune your lilacs and forsythia right after they
bloom. They will have a heavier bloom next year. Do not
prune your maple trees in the spring—they bleed too
much. Wait for warm weather and then prune them. Prune
your evergreens any time. Prune your Privet hedge in
March. Use absorbent polymer when planting new trees
and shrubs. The polymer gives up the water slowly and
hydrates again when there is rain, or when you water.

year. Being able to water three days a week will be enough
in most cases. With water restrictions you have to be a
better manager for your grass. Aeration and power raking
are more important. You want the water you do apply to
soak in and not run off. Raise your mower a little higher to
keep the ground temperature down and protect the
moisture you have put into the ground. Keep your mower
blade extra sharp so you always have a clean cut. Dull
blades leave ragged surfaces that heal slower than a clean
cut. Consider top-dressing your lawn with compost after
you aerify. The compost holds water well and will leave
you with a greener lawn. Recycling your grass clippings
will help your lawn, too. Your green color will last longer
and your fertilizer bill will be lower. Watch for the early
sales of fertilizer and preemergent, but do not be in a hurry
to put them down. The lawn will green up on its own, and

Garden - Leaky hose, mulch and weed control fabric
will do your garden a world of good. The leaky hose
distributes the water where you want it, mulch keeps the
soil moist longer and the weed fabric stops most of the
weed growth. Use mammoth sunflowers for a windbreak
around the garden; they also provide winter bird and
squirrel food. You can also use absorbent polymer in the
potting soil mix for your flower pots. Rehash of the tomato
story: Big tomatoes—Giant German and Big Beef, Old
reliable—Better Bush and Heartland, Unusual—DBeef Master,
and Heirloom—Cherokee (so tasty the grasshoppers eat
them green).

Staying Safe When Working
in Cold Environments

Many NDOR employees are
required to work outside in the
coldest part of the winter. Often those
persons are more “acclimated” than
those persons who spend most of the
winter indoors and are outside only
for recreational purposes or work like
snow shoveling. All are at risk of
falling victim to cold-related emergencies. The following
cold injuries are listed in order of seriousness:

Hypothermia - Early symptoms include shivering,
clumsy movements, poor judgment, pale or blue-gray skin.
It is an emergency and can quickly lead to
unconsciousness and death.

Frostbite - This is freezing of the skin and tissues under
the skin. The skin looks pale or blue and feels cold, numb
or “rubbery” to the touch.

Emergency treatment of both conditions includes
moving out of the cold and removing any wet clothing.
Do not rub any of the affected areas and do not apply
heat. In the case of hypothermia, call “911” and never give
the person alcohol.

A good acronym to remember for staying healthy in
cold weather is C.O.L.D.

C is for cover. Always wear a hat and warm gloves or
mittens to keep body heat from escaping.

O is for overexertion. Avoid activities that cause you
to sweat a lot. The combination of wet clothes and cold
weather can give you the chills.

I, is for layers. Wear loose-fitting layered, lightweight
clothing. Outer clothing should be made of tightly
woven, water-repellent material for the best wind
protection. Wool, silk or polypropylene inner layers
hold more heat than cotton does.

D is for dry. Stay as dry as possible. Pay attention to
where snow can enter (boot tops, loose mittens or gloves).
Keep emergency supplies in your vehicle in case you
get stranded. Blankets, flashlights, candles, high fat snack
foods and a mylar blanket would be good items to include.
A cell phone could be your best friend. If you should get
stuck in a snowdrift, be careful about running the engine,
and be sure the tailpipe is clear of snow to prevent carbon

monoxide poisoning.

Snow shoveling suggestions include all of the above
precautions as well as working in short increments before
the snow gets too deep. A good basic rule to follow is to
not shovel snow at all if you have cardiovascular disease
or another chronic condition or are over 40 years of age
and do not exercise regularly. Shoveling snow is an
activity that puts an extra heavy load on your heart.

Stay warm, healthy and well this winter!
